Note: The music “tells” the story-line which is to be interpreted in character/mime.
The original fairy tale written by Hans Andersen is quite horrifying. The film adaption in 1948, tells the story of a young ballerina who joins an established ballet company and becomes the lead dancer in a new ballet called "The Red Shoes”. Her desire to dance conflicts with her need for love, ultimately leading to her death.
You may prefer to build your own story - but these were my own thoughts in preparing the music:
A happy dancing girl goes to a shop to buy her Pointe shoes.

She looks around the shop and then finds the shoes she wants. 
(The Red Shoes)!

She puts them on her feet and they begin to make her dance. 
She can’t stop!
She tries to pray to make them stop – but they start to dance again
